Alexander Liu — Biography

Alexander Liu, 14, is a piano student at Juilliard Pre-College, where he studies under pianist Orli
Shaham. He is a 2024-2026 Young Scholar of the Lang Lang International Music Foundation, a
2025-2026 Fellow of the Artemisia Foundation, and a 2025-2026 full-scholarship recipient of the
Chopin Foundation of the United States.

Alexander has been awarded full scholarships to Morningside Music Bridge (2024), the Aspen
Music Festival (2025), and Musikfestspiele Saar in Germany (2025), and was invited to participate in
a collaborative chamber music project at Yellow Barn (2025).

In 2025, his performances and interviews were broadcast on Interlochen Public Radio and WQXR’s
Young Artists Showcase, where he shared his passion for bringing classical music to young
audiences. He has earned top honors including the Gold Medal at the 30th Vancouver Symphony
Orchestra Young Artist Competition, First Prize at the 2023 Philadelphia International Piano
Competition, and prizes at the Xlll Chopin International Piano Competition. He was also named
the 2023 New York State Winner of the MTNA Competition.

As a soloist, Alexander has appeared with the Vancouver Symphony Orchestra USA, Sound
Symphony Orchestra, Brooklyn Conservatory Community Orchestra, and Midwest Young
Artists Orchestra, performing at Carnegie Hall's Stern Auditorium, Weill Recital Hall, New York
Town Hall, the National Arts Club, New England Conservatory’s Jordan Hall, and on the Great
Wall of China in Beijing.

Beyond performance, he is deeply committed to music outreach and was honored with the President’s
Volunteer Service Award (Gold Level) in both 2023 and 2024. Upcoming engagements include
performances of Chopin’s Piano Concerto No. 1, including an appearance with the Brooklyn
Conservatory Community Orchestra at St. Ann & the Holy Trinity Church in Brooklyn Heights in
June 2026, as well as the Music for Food-Yellow Barn Partnership Concert at New England
Conservatory’s Brown Hall in April 2026.
